This will be an nvestigation to find a rule or exception to rule
following a spelling pattern. The teacher will set this homework to
coincide with the spelling pattern the chikiren are learning at
school.

All written activities must be done in your spelling homework book. If you choose to do
an activity that is written, but can't be done in the book (computer typing, flashcards,
activity sheet from school, etc.). Please place those activities into your spelling
hemework book (tape or staple).

You will have the option of choosing an activity from either List 1 or List 2
for your 3rd activity.

NB: Parent initials and the # of the activity must be written in your spelling homework
book for all 'List 2' activities.
