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Deaf Resource Base Provision: Intent, Implementation and Impact
	Intent

	At Lindow Primary School, our intention for the Deaf Resource Base is to provide a caring, secure and supportive environment in which all deaf children are able to make progress commensurate with their individual starting points.  We believe that it is vital that our pupils are equipped with the tools needed to become independent, inquisitive learners both in and outside of the classroom.

At Lindow Primary School, through our high-quality specialist teaching, planning and provision we aim:
· To provide a broad and balanced curriculum, tailored to individual needs of each deaf pupil, that is ambitious and accessible.
· To provide specialist teaching, working alongside mainstream teachers, to ensure the effective teaching and learning of deaf children, which promotes good progress and narrows any attainment gaps, in comparison with hearing peers with a similar age and cognitive ability.
· To create a culture and ethos that promotes inclusion, positive deaf identity and achievement of deaf children.
· To have high expectations of all deaf children with a strong focus on raising attainment.
· To ensure deaf children have opportunities to take on responsibilities and make a positive contribution to the wider life of the school and community.
· To support deaf children in developing good personal safety skills and independent living skills.
· To support deaf children in developing their social and pragmatic skills whilst ensuring high levels of self-esteem and a positive deaf identity.
· To provide deaf children with the support they require to fully participate in school life and make good progress commensurate with their individual starting points.  
· To ensure deaf children have access to up to date technology that is appropriately managed to improve their ability to access spoken language, the curriculum, the auditory environment and support development of their language skills.
· To work in partnership with parents and carers, alongside working closely with external agencies and other professionals to hone and develop our provision for deaf pupils.
· To provide a range of communication options which include, oral spoken English, lipreading, sign supported English and a total communication approach.


	Implementation

	At Lindow Primary School, inclusion is promoted throughout the school, enhanced by collaboration between the specialist Teacher of the Deaf, specialist teaching assistants, senior leaders, mainstream teachers, support staff, external agencies, parents and most importantly the deaf pupils.

At Lindow Primary School:
· Deaf pupils are included in all aspects of the school day.
· Deaf pupils have access to daily contact with a specialist Teacher of the Deaf.
· Deaf pupils are provided with Quality First Teaching delivered by mainstream teachers who receive regular deaf awareness training and supported by the Teacher of the Deaf to ensure thy meet the needs of deaf pupils effectively.
· Hearing and deaf pupils understand each other and communicate at an age-appropriate level.
· Deaf pupils take on roles of responsibility within the school and have opportunities to contribute to decision-making within school.
· When planning activities, teachers consider the needs of deaf pupils, including comments from other pupils interpreted or explained to deaf pupils.
· Strong links between home and school enable parents to support development at home.
· Deaf pupils’ audiological needs are fully met through the use of up to date technology and effective daily checks / troubleshooting.
· Deaf pupils are able to manage their own hearing equipment over time.
· Classrooms are adapted to maximise learning, through good acoustical environments.
· Teacher of the Deaf regularly assesses deaf pupil’s language needs and engages in discussions with mainstream teachers and parents/carers about how best to facilitate access to the curriculum and optimise language development.
· [bookmark: _GoBack]Parents and all teachers value oral spoken English and Sign Supported English equally and this is reflected in the advice given to parents.
· Deaf pupils have access to excellent support for developing auditory-oral approaches, including access to weekly speech and language therapy in school.
· Appropriate levels of support ensure linguistic access for all deaf pupils.


	Impact

	As a result, deaf pupils grow up to live the life similar to a hearing peer, with a comparable level of confidence, academic qualifications, job prospects, independence, able to form relationships and live a satisfying life.  Deaf pupils are happy, safe and respected at Lindow Primary School, alongside feeling included and fully participating in school life.  Deaf pupils have deaf peers and develop a positive deaf identity.  Through our high-quality specialist teaching, planning and provision we create a culture of ambition and achievement, which develops positive outcomes and maximises success for all deaf pupils.  Consequently, deaf children in our provision thrive, are successful learners, and grow to be confident individuals.

As a result, at Lindow Primary School:
· Deaf pupils are positive and ambitious about what they can achieve.
· Deaf pupils have high aspirations for post school life.
· Through the use of high-quality specialist teaching, planning and provision deaf pupils make good progress from their individual starting points.
· Deaf pupils demonstrate high levels of engagement in activities, developing their language and social skills.
· Deaf pupils make positive transitions to secondary schools, having developed the essential skills required to develop good independence and life skills in secondary school.
· Through holding roles of responsibility, deaf pupils effectively contribute to the school and wider community through being responsible citizens.
· Parents and carers have a clear unambiguous understanding of their child’s progress, including any reasons why their child may be achieving more slowly compared to their hearing peers.
· Strong links with home enables learning to be continued there and which help parents to contribute to their child’s learning.
· Parents have clear and easily understood information about hearing technology, how these can support their child and how they can support their child in using them.
· Deaf pupils have the best acoustic environment in which to learn.
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
